Syllabus and Classroom Expectation
I. Introduction and Professional Biography

Welcome to American History. You each have selected to be in my classroom and this is a privilege. We will have an exciting adventure together exploring American History. 

I majored in History at the University of Iowa with an emphasis in Russian Language. At the University of Toledo, I continued my study of Russian Language and in addition earned a certificate in Secondary Education and Special Education with specialties in Severe Behaviorally Handicapped and Severe Learning Disabilities, grades K-12. I have taught at Off Campus High School, Southview High School and at Northview. I taught Special Education for 4 years and have taught History since 1998. In addition I have taught at the Child Study Institute, the Toledo Psychiatric Hospital and Substance Abuse Unit. 

II. Course Description, Major Themes and Course Objectives 

In American History, historians will be drawing a vivid portrait of the unique and varied culture that is America. We will be studying, analyzing and applying the material to our past and present culture, in a relevant manner as it is affecting the individual living in the United States today. We will examine and trace in a chronological order, the changes in attitudes, styles and ideas that have occurred in our country that have shaped our identity. By the completion of this study, you will be to relate the material to the era in which it pertains and relate different events to your own experience. 

III. Course Descriptions and Grading Policies 

You will need each day in class, unless otherwise notified, a pen or a pencil, a notebook and your textbook. You will be responsible for the work each day and the homework. Homework is due at the beginning of the hour, no exceptions. Tests will be administered at the end of each unit based on readings and class notes. All assignments will be listed on my website at http://www.sylvanianorthview.org/faculty.htm. Therefore, if you are absent the day before a test, you are still expected to take the test on test day unless you make a specific request to me in advance. If you are absent, whether excused or unexcused, you are responsible to see me to get your makeup work. All makeup work is due based on the number of days missed. If you miss one day, you must turn in the assignment the next day. If you missed two, you will have 2 days and so on. If you miss a test it must be made up within two days of the absence in the testing center after school. If you miss a quiz, you will make up the quiz at 7:15 AM in the instructor’s room. The test/quiz could be a different version than the one taken by the rest of the class. It is your responsibility to make sure all tests; quizzes or homework are made up on time. Failure to do so will result in your receiving a failing grade for that assignment. 

IV. Classroom Procedures 

You will receive an assigned seat on the first day of class. This may be changed during the year if it would benefit you to do so. You must be in class when the bell rings and have all relevant materials for this class ready. You are to stay in your seat unless directed by me to leave it.  You must follow the rules of Northview High School as indicated in the student agenda book. You must have this agenda book to leave class. It must belong to you (it may not belong to someone else). Failure to have an agenda book for any reason means you may not leave class. 

V. Classroom rules. 

You will find that I am easy to get along with, but I do insist that you obey the following rules without exception:

1. No sleeping.  If you sleep in my class you will be offered the choice of standing up for the remainder of class or accepting demerits.

 

2. No cheating will be tolerated on any assignment under any circumstances.  If you are caught, you will receive a zero for the assignment and a parent conference may be scheduled.  If you do it again, a parent conference will be called to determine your future in my class.

 

3. Be on time.  I expect you to be in my room when the bell rings.  After three tardies, you will receive a demerit for each tardy thereafter.  Tardies/demerits DO NOT reset at the semester.

VI. Consequences 

If in the event the preceding rules are violated, the following may occur: 

1. A verbal warning will be given. It will be short and direct. 

2. You may receive a demerit and this will be noted in the office. 

3. You may receive an office referral and your remaining in this class may be examined.
