2. Mileage to the site will be calculated by using Northview’s address and that of your location on Mapquest.

3. Mr. Dubiel will examine digital photos to insure no “creative” use of camera technology. (No visits to Neptune)

4. Both you, and the text, must be recognizable. 

5. Class or band trips will be counted.

6. Since you will have the text with you, why not do your reading assignment when you’re bored? Or flying to or from there? Or riding in a car? 

7. Only 25 points possible period unless you win the mileage contest.
